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If you have already visited Wawel in Kraków and 
want to learn more about the Polish kings of the 
Piast dynasty, you must visit ‘The Silesian Wawel’ in 
Brzeg.
The city of Brzeg lies in the Silesian Lowlands, on 
the historic route connecting the east with the west 
– the pan-European Via Regia, where the Royal 
Road once intersected with the road to the Baltic 
Sea along the high bank of the Oder River.
Brzeg Castle is located on a cliff to the west of the 
Oder River, only 40 km from Wrocław.
The castle was transformed from Gothic to Renais-
sance style by Duke Jerzy II, who, like his father

Fryderyk II, was fascinated by both the Italian 
Renaissance and its Kraków variant. Duke Jerzy 
II entrusted further construction work to Italian 
architects and stoneworkers brought to Brzeg from 
Bissone and Lugano in northern Italy.
How to Get There?
You can reach Brzeg by direct train from Warsaw or 
Wrocław, or by the A4 highway.
Very importantly, it is not crowded, allowing you to 
truly enjoy the beauty of the Renaissance.
About the Place:
Its present facade is known as ‘one of the most mag-
nificent historical monuments of the Renaissance 
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The city walk can guide you through many Gothic 
and Renaissance monuments, including several 
churches and the original preserved town hall.
The Lower Silesia region is one of the most attractive 
regions in Poland. It is famous for its castles and pal-
aces, which number over 30. The region includes the 
Sudety Mountains and many historical monuments 
scattered throughout. You can hike or ski in the moun-
tains, navigate the rivers, explore many beautiful small 
towns, and visit the capital of Lower Silesia – Wrocław.
This region is my homeland; I was born in Wrocław 
and spent my youth there.
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collection of the National Museum in Wrocław and 
include works by Michael Leopold Wilmann, a well-
known Silesian Baroque painter. The museum also 
features well-preserved sarcophagi of the dukes of 
Brzeg.
Additional Attractions:
After visiting the museum, I recommend taking a 
walk through the city. Brzeg is known for its parks, 
including the largest one named after the German 
governor Julius Peppel. In the past, Brzeg was re-
ferred to as ‘Die schöne Gartenstadt’ (the beautiful 
garden city).

Wrocław is renowned for its bridges; today, it has 
over 100 bridges, as well as around 30 gangways. 
One of the newer additions is the Rędzin Bridge. 
Completed in 2011, it is now the longest and tallest 
bridge in Poland.
Feeling tired? Row quickly, and in 15 minutes you 
can reach the Technical University harbor, where 
you’ll find many bars and a sandy beach.

If you enjoy sports and want to be active while 
visiting one of the most beautiful cities in Poland, 
rent a canoe and start sightseeing Wrocław!
You can rent a canoe near the National Museum, 
which is very close to Cathedral Island, the oldest 
part of the city.
With the canoe, you can pass under the famous 
Grunwald Bridge (Polish: Most Grunwaldzki).

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Kashubia (Kaszuby), located in northern Poland, is 
a picturesque and culturally rich region known for 
its unique language, deep-rooted traditions, and 
breathtaking natural landscapes. From serene lakes 
and dense forests to centuries-old heritage sites, 
Kashubia offers a diverse experience for both nature 
lovers and cultural enthusiasts.
How to Get There?
The region lies close to Gdańsk, making it easily ac-
cessible by public transportation—mainly regional 
trains—to several key destinations. However, to 
fully explore the area’s hidden gems and natural 
beauty, traveling by car is highly recommended.
From Warsaw, the drive to Kashubia takes about 
4–5 hours. From Gdańsk, it’s less than an hour. 
While a full week is ideal to experience everything 
the region has to offer (and have some time to 
relax), even a short visit of a few days will allow you 
to immerse yourself in the tranquility and charm of 
this unique part of Poland.
Wdzydzki Landscape Park – The Kashubian Sea
Known as the „Kashubian Sea’, Wdzydzki Land-
scape Park (Wdzydzki Park Krajobrazowy) is  
a haven for outdoor enthusiasts. At its center lies 
Lake Wdzydze, a large, cross-shaped lake ideal for 
sailing, kayaking, and swimming. The park is rich 
in biodiversity, with vast pine forests, wetlands, and 
meadows home to many rare species of flora and 
fauna. Numerous hiking and cycling trails crisscross 
the area, making it a popular destination for eco-
tourism.
What to Do: Kayaking or sailing on Lake Wdzydze, 
hiking, cycling. Enjoy panoramic views from obser-
vation towers and discover scenic picnic spots.
Wdzydze Ethnographic Park – A Step Back in 
Time
On the southern shore of Lake Wdzydze lies the 
Wdzydze Open-Air Museum (Kaszubski Park 
Etnograficzny), the oldest ethnographic museum in 
Poland. Established in 1906, the museum features 
more than 50 historic wooden structures, includ-

ing cottages, churches, windmills, and workshops. 
Visitors can explore the traditional way of life in 
Kashubia, experiencing old crafts, regional cos-
tumes, and seasonal folk festivals that bring the 
local culture to life.
What to Do: Walk through historical buildings, 
watch live craft demonstrations, and learn about 
everyday life in 18th–20th century Kashubia.
Bory Tucholskie – Forest Wilderness
To the south of Wdzydzki Park stretches the vast 
expanse of Bory Tucholskie, one of the largest forest 
complexes in Poland. This UNESCO Biosphere 
Reserve is characterized by sandy soils, heaths, peat

Try ‘Ruchanki’ – 
Sweet Kashubian

ditionally made from leftover bread dough, they’re 
now a beloved treat at festivals, roadside stalls, and 
guesthouses across the region.
Listen to the Kashubian Language – Alive and on 
the Air
Kashubian is a Slavic language distinct from Polish, 
recognized as a regional language in Poland. It’s 
spoken by over 100,000 people and taught in 
schools across the region. For a taste of it, tune in to 
Radio KaszĎbĎ, the only radio station broadcasting 
in Kashubian. You’ll hear music, news, and every-
day conversation – it’s a wonderful way to immerse 
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ebrate Kashubian music, crafts, and cuisine.
What to Do: Rent a kayak or boat, stroll around the 
village, enjoy local Kashubian cuisine, or take part 
in summer festivals and workshops.
Kartuzy – The Heart of Kashubia
Often referred to as the capital of Kashubia, Kartuzy 
is a small but charming town surrounded by lakes 
and woodlands. Its name originates from the Car-
thusian monks who established a monastery here in 
the 14th century. The town's most notable landmark 
is the Collegiate Church of the Assumption, with its 
distinctive coffin-shaped roof. Kartuzy also serves 
as a great starting point for exploring the wider 
Kashubian region, offering insights into the local 
culture, cuisine, and language.
What to Do: Visit the Carthusian monastery church, 
walk along the lakeside promenade, and explore local 
cafes and shops. It's also a great base for day trips.

bogs, and more than 900 lakes. It is a paradise for 
hikers, cyclists, and birdwatchers. The peaceful 
environment is ideal for relaxation and commun-
ion with nature, with occasional sightings of deer, 
wild boar, and even lynx in the wilder areas.
What to Do: Hiking, cycling, birdwatching, and 
relaxing by forest lakes. Visit the Bory Tucholskie 
National Park for marked trails and nature educa-
tion centers.
Swornegacie – A Tranquil Village Retreat
Nestled between the lakes and forests of Bory 
Tucholskie lies the scenic village of Swornega-
cie. A hidden gem, Swornegacie is known for its 
wooden architecture and tranquil atmosphere. It 
is a beloved destination for vacationers seeking 
water sports, fishing, and quiet walks along the 
Brda River. In the summer months, the village 
hosts cultural events and workshops that cel-

Explore Kashubian Pottery and Porcelain
Kashubia is famous for both its folk pottery and its 
industrial porcelain production. In Chmielno, you 
can visit local workshops where hand-painted ce-
ramics display classic Kashubian motifs. For some-
thing more modern, head to the Lubiana Porcelain 
Factory near Kościerzyna, one of the largest porce-
lain producers in Europe. They offer factory tours 
and a shop with beautiful, durable porcelain dishes 
used in homes and restaurants across Poland.
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If you enjoy spending time outdoors surrounded 
by picturesque nature, the Drawskie Lake District 
is the place for you. This region, with the Drawsko 
Landscape Park, numerous lakes, and Czaplinek as 
the largest town in the area, offers a unique connec-
tion with nature.  
Our family's adventure in this place began by 
chance, but from our first visit, we felt right at home. 
For six years, we have been returning regularly to 
rediscover its charms. For me, the greatest attraction 
is the nature – you can admire it up close and fully 
experience it.
Who Is It For?  
Cycling enthusiasts will find many marked bike 
trails that lead through forests, gravel roads,  
and old, less-traveled asphalt roads. I particularly 
recommend the ‘Zwiniętych Torów Trail’ – from 
Złocieniec to Połczyn-Zdrój, over 30 km long, 
following an old railway embankment. It’s a great 
option for a longer, scenic bike ride (you can really 
push yourself 😊!).  
Currently, work is underway on additional sec-
tions of this trail closer to Czaplinek. I plan to test 
them out during the upcoming summer vacation. 
Ultimately, the trail is expected to lead all the way 
to the Baltic Sea.  
The route around Lake Lubie is also worth noting 
– with a varied surface, numerous climbs and 
descents, all set against a beautiful backdrop and 
accompanied by the many cormorants that inhabit 
the area. Throughout the region, you will find

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I've been coming here since childhood, mainly in 
winter for skiing, but now I also visit in other sea-
sons to explore and hike in the mountains. There’s 
something for everyone here, whether you’re a fan 
of winter sports or a lover of sightseeing, mountain 
hikes, and enjoying nature.
About the Region:
In winter, you can ski in Szklarska Poręba or Kar-
pacz, and cross-country ski in Jakuszyce. Nearby 
are the slopes of our southern neighbor, where you 
can also ski in Harrachov, Czech Republic, see the 
giant ski jumps, or try ‘smažený sýr s hranolkami’ 
(fried cheese with fries).

Jelenia Góra and Surroundings – The Magic of Polish Mountains

In warmer seasons, it’s worth hiking to Śnieżka, 
the highest peak of the Karkonosze Mountains. 
My favorite route, and one of the least popular 
among tourists, is from the church in Karpacz (soon 
you’ll be able to start from the train station, as the 
train will return to Karpacz after 25 years) through 
Szeroki Most, Sowią Przełęcz, and the Czech shelter 
Jelenka (where you can also taste Czech cuisine) 
along the ridge to Śnieżka.
I would suggest descending from the Queen of the 
Karkonosze via a route that, while not the shortest, 
is undoubtedly picturesque, including the Jubilee 
Trail, passing by the newly renovated Strzecha 
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For those who enjoy lounging and afternoon relax-
ation, I recommend warming up in the Cieplickie 
Termy and strolling through the baroque Jelenia 
Góra Old Town, where the annual Antique Fair 
takes place on the last weekend of September.
Do Not Miss:
It’s worth visiting the Julia crystal glassworks in 
Piechowice, which has been operating since the 
19th century. You can see the production of crystal 
artworks from start to finish and then purchase them 
to take home.
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castle ruins, including Czocha in Leśna, Książ in 
Wałbrzych, Grodziec, Grodno in Zagórze Śląskie, 
Chojnik, Bolków, Świny, and the knight's tower in 
Siedlęcin. I also recommend palaces, such as those 
in Łomica and Wojanów, as well as mines like 
the uranium mine in Kowary, the adit in Krobica, 
and the Jelenia Góra underground (Time Gates). 
Notable wooden Peace Churches in Jawor and 
Świdnica (built within cannon shot of the city 
walls) and the dam in Pilichowice are also worth 
seeing.

Akademicka shelter, to the beautifully located 
Samotnia (blue trail), and from there continuing 
along the blue trail to the unique wooden Wang 
Temple.
For less demanding walks, you can go from 
Szklarska Poręba to the Sudeten waterfalls: the 
largest, Kamieńczyk and Szklarka.

How to Get There?
The drive from Warsaw takes about 5-6 hours. Along 
the way, you can visit the ruins of castles in Bolków 
and Świny. In Kaczorów, at the Podgórzanka Inn, you 
can taste delicious wild boar goulash. Traveling by 
train to Jelenia Góra, with or without transfers, takes 
about 7-7.5 hours. To Szklarska Poręba, it takes 
about 8.5 hours. To Karpacz, you can take a train to 
Jelenia Góra and then a PKS bus, which takes an 
additional hour. A train connection to Karpacz  
is also expected to operate from mid-June.

Grodziec Castle
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The place I wholeheartedly recommend is Lubelszc-
zyzna, especially the Zamoyski Museum in Kozłówka 
- often called the "Polish Versailles." This unique 
palace is located along the route of the Święto Roweru 
in Lubartów, the largest amateur cycling event in 
Poland and one of the biggest in Europe. Every year, 
thousands of cyclists from across Poland and abroad 
gather here at the start of summer. This year marks 
the 31st edition of the festival, and it’s truly for every-
one - the oldest participant was 88 years old, and the 
shortest route is just 17 km, making it accessible to all! 
As this is my home region, I can sincerely recommend 
both the museum and the event to everyone.

Lubelszczyzna: Cycling, Heritage, and Hidden Gems

How to Get There:
Kozłówka is just 30 km from Lublin, making it easily 
accessible by car or public transport. Allow at least 
half a day to explore the palace and park, and a full 
day if you want to join the cycling festival.
What to See:
Kozłówka and Lublin are perfect bases for exploring 
the region’s highlights:
• �Zamoyski Museum in Kozłówka: beautifully pre-

served palace interiors, a lush park, and unique art 
collections.

• �Lublin: vibrant Old Town, historic castle, and 
lively cultural scene.
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• �Kazimierz Dolny: charming Renaissance town by the Vistula 
River.

• �Nałęczów: renowned spa town surrounded by picturesque 
gorges.

• �Roztocze: pristine nature, forests, and hiking trails.
• �Zamość: UNESCO-listed Renaissance city.
• �Chełm: mysterious chalk tunnels beneath the  city.
More to Do:
Cycling fans can enjoy additional scenic routes like the Central 
Roztocze Cycling Trail (CSRR), the Green Velo Eastern Cycling 
Trail, and the Nadbużański Trail along the Bug River. For an-
glers and lake lovers, the Łęczyńsko - Włodawskie Lake District 
offers great swimming and fishing spots.
Do not Miss:
Trying the regional specialty, ’cebularz’ (onion flatbread), is  
a must for foodies. For a unique souvenir, pick up local honey 
from nearby beekeepers. Before you visit, check out the 
Zamoyski Museum’s Instagram—one of the most popular 
museum profiles in Poland - especially the adventures of Stefcia, 
the palace maid, which have become a social media sensation.
Lubelszczyzna is a region where history, nature, and local tradi-
tions come together for an unforgettable adventure.

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There are places that take your breath away not 
because of the power of nature, but due to… the 
power of man and technology. Not every monument 
needs to be hundreds of years old – some have  
a steel heart and a history written in tons of earth 
they have moved. For me, such a place was the 
open pit of the Bełchatów Brown Coal Mine and its 
majestic ruler – Excavator Dolores.  
I visited this site in May 2024 during a motorcycle 
trip with friends. We traveled over 250 km of scenic 
routes, and Dolores was one of our stops on the way 
to Szczecin. Although there were beautiful views 
and adventures along the way, the moment we first 
saw her from afar was truly impressive.
How to Get There?  
Dolores is located in the Kleczew municipality in 
Wielkopolska. It's about a 20-minute drive from 
Konin – easily accessible by car or, in our case, by 
motorcycle. I recommend this mode of transport to 
anyone who likes to feel the road with their whole 
being. Riding through Greater Poland with the May 
sun overhead is something wonderful.
Tourist Attractions: 
The main attraction is, of course, Dolores – an 
SRs1800 excavator, measuring 118 m in length, 38 
m in height, and weighing over 2,500 tons! Stand-
ing at her feet, I felt like an ant next to a steel giant. 
It's incredible that this machine recently operated in 
the Jóźwin II B open pit, shaping the region's land-
scape. Now, decommissioned, it becomes a symbol 
of industrial heritage – and in the future, part of  
a museum.
Do not Miss: 
While stopping for a meal, we ended up at one 
of the agritourism spots, where we tried classic 
Wielkopolska’s dishes – pyry z gzikiem- potatoes 
with cottage cheese, gray dumplings with bacon, 
and delicious pumpkin soup. Along with homemade 
preserves and baked goods – the atmosphere was 
completely pastoral, a perfect contrast to industrial 
Dolores.

Excavator Dolores – A Nod to Technology

What to Bring Back?  
The nearby Dolores Foundation, which was the first 
to work towards saving the excavator, offers inter-
esting educational materials and souvenirs related 
to the machine. You can get models of the excava-
tor, graphics featuring Dolores, or local products 
with industrial motifs – a perfect memento from an 
unusual trip.  
For me, the best souvenir was a photo with Do-
lores. And since I don't like posing for pictures, my 
motorcycle replaced me with the steel monster in 
the background.

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If you want to escape the hustle and bustle of the 
city, feel part of the wonderful nature, and meet the 
nicest people in Poland, I invite you to Podlasie.  
I discovered this region five years ago and fell in 
love with it. So much so that today I can call myself 
a Podlasianka in spe. I found friends there and  
a place I return to.
About the Region:
Podlasie is located in the northeastern part of 
Poland. The region covers just over 20,000 square 
kilometers, has about a million inhabitants, and 
is divided into Northern Podlasie – home to the 
famous Polish cold pole, Suwałki; Central Podlasie 

Podlasie – Chillout and Nature

– with the regional capital, Białystok; and Southern 
Podlasie, where the world -renowned Arabian horse 
stud in Janów Podlaski is located. I return to Central 
Podlasie, which is closest to my heart.
Organizational Tips:
Białystok is about 200 kilometers from Warsaw. You 
can reach it by car via the S8 expressway. There’s also 
a convenient train connection. I definitely recommend 
traveling by car, as it allows you to deviate from the 
beaten paths and explore Podlasie on your own.
Tourist Attractions:
There are many attractions in Podlasie, including 
cultural monuments. In Białystok, it's worth visit-
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Additional Activities:
For cycling enthusiasts, Podlasie is a fantastic place 
to explore the region from the perspective of two 
wheels. Amateur runners will also not be disap-
pointed; the forested, shaded paths are perfect even 
during summer heat. I particularly recommend 
kayaking on the Narew River. The base is located 
in the town of Supraśl near the Bajdarka guest-
house. From there, we are transported along with 
the kayaks to a chosen location. You can find more 
information about kayaking trips here.
Do Not Miss:
Podlasie cuisine is unique and shares many similari-
ties with Ukrainian cuisine. While there, it's worth 
trying Russian dumplings (ruskie pierogi) filled with 
potatoes and white cheese. Local delicacies include 
potato babka (babka ziemniaczana) and potato 
sausage (kiszka ziemniaczana). For sweets, the king 
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in various colors, a constant and unique element 
of the landscape that cannot be missed. I recom-
mend the village of Plutycze near Bielsk Podlaski, 
especially in summer when flowers bloom in the 
gardens. And one more tip: look for stork nests! The 
region is their favorite place in Poland, so there are 
plenty of them. In one village, I counted 15 nests.
Many residents of Podlasie are Eastern Orthodox 
Christians. In some villages, a unique Charłacka 
dialect, derived from Ukrainian, is spoken. Religion 
is an important aspect of residents' lives, so another 
must-see is the local churches. The most famous is 
the sanctuary and monastery on Holy Mountain Gra-
barka. However, I encourage you to seek out less ob-
vious places, such as the blue church in Rajsk, which 
has a dramatic history from World War II (I won't 
reveal what), and houses the only relics of the patron 
saint of sailors, Saint Spyridon of Corfu, in Poland.

ing the restored Branicki Palace, one of the best 
- preserved magnate residences in Poland, in late 
Baroque style, often called the Polish Versailles.
The symbol of the region is the European bison, 
which – if you're lucky – you may encounter in 
the wild. Therefore, visiting Białowieża, home to 
the king of the Białowieża Forest, is a must. The 
forest is the last and largest natural forest in the 
European Lowlands, located on the border of 
Poland and Belarus, and is listed as a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site.
Less known places are also worth visiting, such 
as Bielsk Podlaski, a treat for film lovers. Near 
the market square in Bielsk, there’s a shop where 
Marysia from the film ‘Znachor’ by Jerzy Hoff-
man sold her goods, and where the young count 
Leszek Czyński visited her.
Podlasie is home to many wooden houses painted 
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Podlasie – Chillout and Nature 

is sękacz cake. Everything is delicious and very ca-
loric. Be sure to try the local beer and kvass, which 
quenches thirst perfectly when chilled.
A good address to sample Podlasie dishes is the 
Ziemia Brańska Inn in Brańsk. You can also buy 
other products there, such as cherry preserves and 
other delicacies. More details can be found here.
What to Bring Back?
The most important thing you can bring back from 
Podlasie is a great mood and calm nerves. It's also 
worth looking for local food, which costs less than, 
for example, in Warsaw. Excellent honeys, meats 
made in small production facilities, and Korycin 
cheese can be found. You can also look for me-
dicinal herbs and natural cosmetics. One thing is 
certain: we will return recharged with good energy, 
and with a high probability, we will start planning 
another trip to Podlasie!

You can conveni-
ently reach Wrocław via theA2 and S8 expressway, 
then head toward DK 8.
Tourist Attractions:
Uroczysko 7 Stawów is an excellent idea for  
a weekend getaway from the city. The hotel is 
surrounded by a vast park, part of the Natura 2000 
program. You can stroll along two nature trails,  
encountering one of the seven ponds (from which 
the hotel gets its name). The abundance of water 
makes the nature here incredibly lush and vibrant. 
For me, this could be how a fairytale Narnia looks.

Lower Silesia is famous for its palaces and castles. 
(Krzysztof Stumpf wrote about this in Brzeg).  
I can wholeheartedly recommend a unique place. 
Uroczysko 7 Stawów & Spa by L’Occitane will 
satisfy even the most discerning tastes. The hotel 
is located in a Renaissance castle and is truly 
worth a visit.
About the Place:
The castle is situated in Gola Dzierżoniowska, 
nestled between the Gumińskie and Krzyżowe 
Hills. As one of the few buildings from the 16th 
century, it has preserved its Renaissance charac-
ter and, due to its authenticity, remains a valuable 
testament to Renaissance architecture. The castle 
belonged to the German family von Prittwitz und 
Gaffron, who were forced to leave Poland after 
the war.

Cluj - Napoca is the capital of Cluj County and the 
second - largest city in Romania.

Mountain hikes to the glacial lakes and the rugged 
ridges of the Retezat and Parang Mountains are 
among the most popular outdoor activities in Hune-
doara County and the Jiu Valley is the ideal place 
for long-distance hikes.
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I recommend visiting Sibiu because it is a real cozy, 
colorful and relaxed place. It is special to me since 
it is the first city I visited in Romania outside of 
Bucharest.
Sibiu is in central Romania, in the Transylvania 
region, you can get there by plane, or by car/train 
from Bucharest (about 5 hours).
Tourist Attractions: 
Sibiu is a city that perfectly blends history, culture, 
and a touch of charm. Known as one of the coun-
try’s most beautiful cities, Sibiu is steeped in Saxon 
heritage, with medieval walls, Gothic churches, 
and cobblestone streets that have been lovingly

Do not Miss: 
Traditional Romanian food, specific food salam de 
sibiu, Sibiu salami, traditional Romanian dry-cured 
salami, originally produced in the region around 
Sibiu, is known for its rich flavor and distinctive 
white, powdery rind. It's considered a delicacy and 
has been granted Protected Geographical Indica-
tion (PGI) status in the European Union.
If you like to go into a typical farmers' market to see 
local producers and farmers selling their products 
and buying straight from the source you should 
head over to Piata Cibin for a cultural experience.
Vinerea Verde is another good option: every Friday 
from morning until 14:00 (typically from April to Oc-
tober) the best farmers and local producers around 
Sibiu set up food stalls in Huet Square to sell their 
merchandise.
Some offer small tastings too and you can support
